RE:  PPD (Mantoux) Tuberculin Test 

 

State health regulations require that all applicants for school-based fieldwork provide written 

proof of a current, negative PPD (Mantoux) Tuberculin Test.  Please note that a Tine or 

Monovac Test may not be substituted for the PPD Test.  The test can be performed by your 

personal physician or at any health clinic. 

 

Verification of this test should be presented to the nurse at your placement school.  The results 

must be reported as positive or negative, recorded in millimeters (mm), and certified by a health 

care provider. 

 

Applicants must be able to provide proof of a negative tuberculin test that was administered 

within 12 months of the beginning the placement.  If you have been tested previously the 

results should be valid for three years; however, be aware that some school nurses may 

only accept results of tests administered within the last 12 months.  Your test results must be 

valid throughout the length of your placement.  Applicants should retain a copy of test results 

for future use.
