 Items not owned by the Wilmington 

University Library can be requested 
through Interlibrary Loan. 

 There are two ways to request an item 

through WorldCat. 

 First you will need to locate the item you 

would like to request. Please make sure 
the item is not owned by the WU Library. 

1. Click the ILL button on the top of the 

detailed record.  

2. Click on Borrow this item from another 
Library (Interlibrary Loan) under 

Availability.  

 Choose either method, then complete the 
form that follows. You will need your 

student ID number (Patron ID).

Using WorldCat 

 Search results on WorldCat now display matching 

records for articles from many popular, scholarly 
and government publications. 

 To access article citations perform a search on 

your chosen topic. 

 On the results list page, click on the Articles tab. 

 If the article is not available through WU Library 

you can request the item through ILL.

 WorldCat lets you search the collections of 

libraries in your community, including the 
Wilmington University (WU) Library, and 
thousands more around the world. 

 Citations for books, videos, DVDs, periodical 

titles, article abstracts and e-books can all be 
found using WorldCat. 

 Using WorldCat you can access the record of 
any item the Wilmington University Library 
owns.

 Locate WU Library-owned materials. 

 Request materials not owned by the Wilmington 

University Library through Interlibrary Loan (ILL).

Searching in WorldCat Accessing WorldCat 

 To access WorldCat: 

1. You can access WorldCat from any 
computer with an internet connection.  

2. Go to the Wilmington University Library 
website. www.wilmu.edu/library 

3. Click on óElectronic Databasesô beneath 

the „Research‟ category. 

4. Scroll down the alphabetical list until you 
come to WorldCat. 

5. If accessing from off-campus, you will be 
prompted to log in to your Blackboard/
WebCampus account before continuing. 

6. After logging in you will have access to the 
full WorldCat database. 

Reading a WorldCat Record 

 Once you have chosen an item from the list, 

click on the title to view a detailed record. 

1. The record includes publication information 
such as: title, author(s), edition(s), ISBN 
number and more. 

2. Under Availability, you can click to see the 
Libraries that own the item, the WU Library 
Catalog and a link to borrow the item 
through Interlibrary Loan. Note: Items owned 

by WU Library cannot be requested through 

Interlibrary Loan. 

3. WorldCat also will cite the item for use in a 

reference page. Styles include: APA, Chicago, 
Harvard, MLA and Turabian.
